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The summary should describe the approach and the article's major contributions, emphasizing the importance and significance of the results with proper cited reference to be listed in the reference section at the end of the article. The paper length should not exceed 2 pages. Equations, figures, tables and references should follow a sequential numerical scheme in order to ensure a logical development of subject matter.
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Figures and Tables: Give each figure and table a separate concise caption. It begins with Figure or Table, followed by the appropriate Arabic numeral and period. The maximum width of figure or table may not exceed 17 cm. Make symbols, line thickness, and lettering in proper scale in relation to the overall figure size. 
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
